
 

Summary of Forest Management Plan Proposals 
 

Mearns FDP area is made up of three previous FDP blocks namely Fetteresso, 
Glenfarquhar & N.Drumtochty and S.Drumtochty. The forest is predominately an 
upland environment with poorer soils which have been planted with commercial 
conifers in the past. It is one of the main production areas of the forest district. 
The main objectives of the area are to produce good quality timbers whilst 
dealing with Dothistroma needle blight (DNB) disease.

Critical success factors 
 

 Undertake felling and restocking within sensible periods to allow for 
continued restructuring of the forest. 

 Undertake the planned thinning programme in order to improve crop 
quality and carry out low impact silvicultural system prescriptions. 

 Continue to maintain and develop the forest roads network to facilitate 
the coupe management. 

 Restore and/or enhance planted ancient woodland sites. 
 Maintain the ancient scheduled monument sites as open ground.
