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The creation of new native woodland
has taken place to the NW of the LMP area

Landuse to the north of the LMP area
comprises sheep farming and deer stalking.

Glen Croe is a strategically important Grey
Squirrel buffer zone with the objective of
reducing migration into Cowal.

The Glen Loin SSSI is designated for Upland Mixed
Ash & Upland Mixed Oak woodland. The Forest Plan
for the adjacent Cruach Tarbeirt FES forest features an
expansion of native woodland along the eastern slopes
of Glen Loin linked to the SSSI.

The Ben an Lochain SSSI would benefit from
landscape scale coordinated deer control.

Deer control on the open ground and forest margin is
essential for both biodiversity and encouraging forest
succession. Access to the upper forest margin is
essential for practical deer control.
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
