2¾ miles

Mostly wide but loose 
gravel tracks. Some 
narrow and uneven earth 
sections, including areas 
that may be muddy or 
wet. Long slopes with 
some steep sections.

A wonderfully varied walk up to a great 
viewpoint over Moffat Dale and the dramatic 
hills of the Southern Uplands.

From Moffat, take the A708 towards Selkirk. 
The car park is signposted on the left after 
about 2½ miles.
