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The entire Gartly block falls within  the
Strathbogie Wilcat Priority Area, sensitive
management will be required to maintain the
favourable habitats currently present.

Resdent Roe-deer
population will require
management to enable
successful restocking.

The Huntly and District Development
Trust own the land adjacent to the
Northern boundary in this area, with a
path joining the forest road to the path
network on Greenmyres farm.

A high voltage
powerlline crosses the
block in the North-East

Gartly is prominent in the landscape from the
A96. Planning the felling of the Northern
slopes of Wishach Hill to minimise negative
visual impacts will be important in the
planning process.

Large areas of pine were felled
in the previous plan period due to the
presence of Dothistroma Needle Blight.
These areas are at different stages
or restocking, with young spruce crop
the main component.

A large car park acts as the
main recreational access
point. The extensive road
network is well used by the
local community for a range
of activities

Several watercourses are
present within the block,
eventually draining to The
Shevock to the South-East,

Straight edges along southern boundary
potentialy form skyline from South and any
felling coupes will have to be sympathetically

Significant areas of Peat and Bog habitat,
some with the potential for restoration.
Protecting these areas will have biodiversity and carbon
capture benefits.

Some watercourses within block are tributaries contributing
to watercourses in areas with a high likelyhood of flooding.
Water management techniques around these tributaries
shoule be considered in the plan.

Ardmore distillery to south of block with much of the water
used originating in Gartly block. Potential for a clean water
area in south-west of block.

Recent windblow in western
side of block, felling shapes
and phases may have to be
designed with this in mind.

The Gartly block forms the
backdrop to the Leith Hall
designed landscape, landscape
design important in this area.

Powerline running from mast
on top of Hill of Corskie

Areas of mature larch close to
previous phytophthora infection
sites. Should be considered for
pre-emptive felling.

Haining Quarries
archaelogical sites
require protection

A large area of Larch has been felled
recently due to the presence of
Phytophtora Ramorum infection. Larch
cannot be used as a restock species for
this reason.
This are now restocked with a mixture of
Scots pine
and Sitka spruce/Lodgepole pine mix.Steep ground along

North side of block
may make felling and
restocking operations
more difficult.
