
Most of the site sits within an 'Upland Fringe' landscape
 characterised by high, gently rolling pastures with uneven
 topography, and forests in square blocks 
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Soils are mostly podzols on the steep northern 
slope.  Peaty gleys dominate the 'plateau'.  
Small pockets of brown earths occur around the 
edge of the site. 

The site has a warm, moist, 
moderately exposed climate
