While slopes constrain CCF management and lower
returns from harvesting, steep slopes are key areas in
terms of landscape impact & slope stability. There is
therefore a less easily measured eco-system service
delivery from CCF on steep slopes. A good and
relatively closely spaced road network, while initially
expensive, can reduce the adverse impacts of slopes on
practical harvesting management.
